Real-estate mogul R. Donahue Peebles, 52, and his wife Katrina, 49, purchased this 

1929 Tudor-style home through a trust in 2007 for $5.9 million, according to public 

records. After living in Florida for a time, Mr. Peebles, a Washington, D.C. native, 

bought this home in the Massachusetts Heights neighborhood partly because of its 

high-quality schools, he said. 'It's kind of like a real residential neighborhood in the 

heart of the city.'   
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The roughly 10,000-square-foot home has four levels and sits on a 0.35-acre lot. While 

they didn't make any structural changes to the home's footprint, Mr. Peebles said, they 

gave the interior a contemporary update.   



The family room, with stone walls and one of the home's three fireplaces, is shown. 'I 

very much celebrate and respect the 1929 architecture that the exterior represents,' 

Mrs. Peebles said. 'But I like living in the modern, present day.' The white walls and 

dark stained mahogany floors creates an interesting juxtaposition, she said.  



Several rooms feature pieces from the couple's art collection. The piece over the fire-

place is a wax-on-canvas work, according to Mrs. Peebles's art dealer, Seth Jason Beit-

ler. A pair of bamboo torsos sit on the bookshelves in the rear of the living room. 'I en-

joy a bit of shock value,' Mrs. Peebles said, referring to her eclectic style. 
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A terrace on the home overlooks nearby Rock Creek Park, Mr. Peebles said. Locally, 

the news of Mr. Peeble's decision to sell his D.C. home garnered attention from the 

Washington Post, in part because he has been such a fixture on the political scene. He 

says he's selling the home because the home isn't used enough 

http://www.washingtonpost.com/blogs/reliable-source/post/donahue-peebles-puts-dc-mansion-on-the-market-but-promises-to-stay-in-town/2012/11/05/f290663c-278d-11e2-9972-71bf64ea091c_blog.html.html


The home office is shown.
